Guidelines on the Grant Program in Organic Sector

within the framework of the project “Women Entrepreneurship in the Organic
Sector” (WEOS) and the Swiss-Ukrainian Program “Higher Value Added Trade
from the Organic and Dairy Sector in Ukraine” (QFTP)

(hereinafter — Grant Program)

(version as of 14/10/2024)

SECTION 1. DESCRIPTION OF THE GRANT PROGRAM
1.1. PURPOSE AND GENERAL INFORMATION

This Grant Program funded by Switzerland and implementing in the framework of the
project “Women Entrepreneurship in the Organic Sector” (WEOS)! and Swiss-Ukrainian Program
“Higher Value Added Trade from the Organic and Dairy Sector in Ukraine” (QFTP)? aimed to
support Ukrainian organic producers and promote further development of the organic market, to increase
trade with Ukrainian organic higher-value added products® (hereinafter — organic products) on the domestic
market.

The objectives of the Grant Program activities include:

1) to support the organic sector of Ukraine by providing targeted non-refundable charitable
assistance (hereinafter - grant) to address the needs that have appeared as a result of the full-scale invasion
of Ukraine by the Russian Federation;

2) to contribute to further development of the organic sector through support of measures aimed to
stimulate the producers’ economic development;

3) to facilitate the creation of more favourable conditions for the work of women in the organic
sector.

Areas of support and forms of activity under the Grant Program:

e promoting the sales of organic products and opening up new sales channels for organic products
on the domestic market;

¢ shortening the supply chains from producer to consumer on the domestic market;

e improving the presentation of organic products on the shelves on the domestic market, in
particular, due to the increase in the storage period of organic products.

! Women Entrepreneurship in the Organic Sector (hereinafter « WEOS») project is implemented by Information Center
“Green Dossier” (hereinafter «Green Dossier») in partnership with Organic Initiative Public Association (hereinafter «Organic
Initiative») with the support of Switzerland.

3 Organic higher value-added products are the certified organic food products that have a higher overall value due to the
involvement of processing (i.e. 'semi-finished' or 'ready-to-eat' products) and/or marketing activities (i.e. 'branding', 'pricing
policy', 'direct to consumer’, etc.).
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Ukrainian certified organic operators, which are present on the domestic market or are ready to
enter the Ukrainian market, are allowed to participate in the competition for receiving a grant under this
Grant Program.

Eligibility criteria (formal criteria) applied in aggregate to the Participants (Applicants) of the
competition for receiving grants under this Grant Program:

« Bealegal entity or a private entrepreneur (in Ukrainian — ¢i3uuna ocoba-mianpuemMensb
(®OI)) registered in Ukraine. Not to have as participants (ultimate beneficial owners) legal
entities and/or citizens of the Russian Federation and/or the Republic of Belarus, legal entities
and individuals who are under personal special economic and other restrictive measures
(sanctions);

» Be located and carry out business activities on the controlled territories of Ukraine;

« Absence of any legal or financial ties with Russia and/or Belarus and not be under sanctions;

« Have a valid certificate confirming organic status of the products according to the Ukrainian
organic legislation of Ukraine;

« Do not have any court cases (of any jurisdiction) that are pending or have a final judgment in
which the Participant (Applicant) is a debtor, both to any legal entity and/or natural person, and
before state authorities and/or local self-government bodies;

» Not have any criminal proceedings and/or convictions of a court that have entered into legal
force against the Participant (Applicant) - FOP or persons who are the manager, owner of the
Participant (Applicant) - legal entity;

» Have no overdue tax liabilities.

When determining the Grant recipient, preference will be given to:
 Private entrepreneur —women, legal entities whose owners (Co-owners) or managers are women;
«  Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs?) that presented organic food products with higher
added value.

1.2. EXPECTED OUTCOMES OF THE GRANT PROGRAM

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation on 24 February
2022, Ukraine's organic sector, like the entire agricultural and food industries, has been affected and
continues to suffer. The Ukrainian domestic market of organic products decreased significantly in 2022 and
began to recover in 2023 but is still lower than before the full-scale invasion.

Under these circumstances, Ukrainian organic producers need support to continue organic farming
and provide healthy organic food to the people of Ukraine and other countries.

Expected outcomes of current Grant Program:

1) contribute to the sales of organic products, enlarge organic assortment and establishing new
supply chains under the current circumstances;

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2) facilitate to the creation of more favourable conditions for the work of women in organic
sector;
3) securing additional funding to support and develop the organic sector of Ukraine.

1.3. GRANT TIME FRAME AND AMOUNT

The current Grant Program is being implemented in the frame of WEOS and QFTP and will be
conducted in one phase focusing on strengthening the capacity of the organic sector, supporting organic
operators, organic producers and processors with a focus on sales and marketing for the local organic
market.

This call is open till November 10, 2024. The results will be announced not later than
December 10, 2024. The activities proposed in the applications may be implemented over a period of
up to 10 months starting from January 2025.

During this call about 30 applications for a total amount of CHF 150,000 will be supported.
The average grant for one project is UAH 230,000.00 at the same time, the Grant committee
determines the final amount of the grant that the Grant recipients can receive.

Non-eligible costs
Grants cannot be used to cover:

- capital investments: construction, purchase / lease of land resources;

- salaries of permanent staff;

- reimbursement of travel, accommodation and meals, daily allowance;

- payment of taxes and liabilities arising from the receipt of grant, namely: income tax, single tax,
etc. (VAT could be covered as an exception as a part of goods, works and services purchased
by grant holders);

- payment of certification costs (as an exception could be paid certification costs of new product
which is proposed to be brought to the market with this grant);

- social benefits, insurance and bank fee;

- fuel and lubricants;

- expenses incurred prior to the signing of the Grant agreement on targeted non-refundable
charitable assistance (hereinafter — Grant agreement).

No more than 60% of the total grant amount can be used for the purchase of equipment.

All expenditures must be incurred after signing the Grant agreement and in accordance with the
approved budget. The grant recipient may make changes to the budget line within 10% without prior
approval. If more than 10% of the budget line is changed, written approval of the changes is required.

The grant will be transferred to the Grant recipients to the bank account opened with a banking
institution in Ukraine according to the terms of grant provision.

The grant will be paid in two instalments: the first instalment in the amount of 70% will be paid
after the Grant agreement under the Grant Program has been signed; the second instalment — after approval
of financial and descriptive reporting, in the amount of 30% of the total amount of the Grant agreement,
but not more than the amount of the approved financial report. The terms of payments to be set by the Grant
agreement.



1.4. GEOGRAPHICAL SCOPE
The Grant Program will apply to the controlled territory of Ukraine.

SECTION Il. APPLICATION AND EVALUATION PROCEDURE
2.1. APPLICATION PROCEDURE

The applications are accepted on the basis of the announcements published on the official web
page of the Grant Program https://www.dossier.org.ua/projects/organic-grant-program. The
application along with the attachments are submitted via the electronic form at the link
https://forms.gle/urbRbptck6ZfhXaF?7.

- The electronic form and attachments are filled out in Ukrainian or English in the specified
format. The electronic form is accompanied by:completed application form, signed by the
Applicant or an authorized representative and sealed (if available) (Annex 1);

- budget of the grant application (Annex 2 in the Excel format);

- the Declaration (Annex 3);

- a valid certificate that confirms the status of the organic products in accordance with the
Ukrainian organic legislation® referred to in the application;

- proof of official registration in accordance with Ukrainian legislation (an extract from the
Unified State Register of Legal Entities, Individual Entrepreneurs (which can be obtained at
https://usr.minjust.gov.ua/content/paid-search), which must include: location, and for legal
entities additionally: ultimate beneficial owner and manager). The extract must be generated no
later than 30 calendar days before the application is submitted:;

- the annual financial statements for private entrepreneurs and balance sheet and financial results
report for legal entities for legal entities (Forms No. 1, 2) for the past two years. In case of
submission of electronic reporting, it is necessary to add Receipt Ne2.

The application and all attachments must be typed and must contain answers to all questions.
Documents filled out by hand will not be considered!

Applicants will be informed of the grant approval or rejection of their application via the e-mail
address provided in the application form.

After the official publication of the results and the notification of the selected applicant about grant
provision, a Grant agreement under the Grant Program will be prepared.

2.2. GRANT COMMITTEE AND EVALUATION PROCEDURE

All the submitted applications will be assessed against formal criteria and referred to the Grant
Committee for consideration after the application deadline.

The Grant Committee consists of at least 3 persons including a representative of Green Dossier,
representative of the international technical assistance program QFTP and the development partner/Swiss
Embassy in Ukraine.

Each member of the Grant Committee has an equal right to vote (1 person — 1 vote). The Committee
will evaluate the applications on the basis of impartiality.

The Grant Committee members have the right to accept or reject any application and to request
additional information and/or explanations from the applicants.

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The Grant Committee members are not entitled to disclose any information obtained during the
examination of applications, discussion and decision making process. In case of a conflict of interest, the
member of the Grant Committee concerned must inform the other members of the Grant Committee and
must abstain from voting on the application in respect of which there is a conflict of interest.

The Grant Committee members shall not offer or grant any preferences to any applicant and shall
not directly or indirectly receive, accept or promise any gift, payment or other advantage which are or can
be considered illegal or corrupt practice.

2.3. EVALUATION CRITERIA

Applications for grants in the frame of the Grant Program will be assessed on the basis of the
following criteria.

First applications will be assessed against the Eligibility criteria and then - Selection criteria. If at
least one of Eligibility (formal) criteria is not met, the application is not considered further according to the
Selection criteria.

2.4. ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE DECISION ON PROVIDING SUPPORT

The selected applications for the Grant will be officially published on the website
https://www.dossier.org.ua/en/projects/organic-grant-program.

The selected applicants will also be officially informed about the Grant Committee’s decision in
writing (electronically) at the addresses indicated in the application. Before signing the agreement, the
selection committee may request the applicants to make adjustments to the application. The selection
committee reserves its right to grant only part of the requested amount. The Grant Committee reserves the
right (without providing additional explanations) to grant the Grant recipient only a part of the average
amount of the grant for one project, which is defined in clause 1.3 under this Grant Program, for which an
application has been submitted.

SECTION I1l. ADMINISTRATION AND REPORTING
All the payments in the frame of the Grant Program will be in UAH.

After the official publication of the results and the notification of the selected applicant, a Grant
agreement under the Grant Program will be prepared.

The Grant agreement with all necessary annexes shall be signed signed by authorised person and
sealed (if applicable) and send in hard copies to Green Dossier or QFTP office. The payments to the Grant
recipientswill be proceed only after receiving signed agreements with all annexes in 2 hard copies. All
details regarding the submission of signed agreements, reporting, etc. will be specified in the Grant
Agreement.

Grant recipients must submit interim and final reports. In addition, Green Dossier, QFTP and
Organic Initiative can conduct a monitoring visit to the Grant recipient.

The interim report consists of:

- Descriptive and financial reports in the defined format according to Annexes 4 and 5, signed by
the authorized representative of the Grant recipient and sealed (if applicable);



- Documentary evidence of payments within the approved budget (copies of contracts, invoices,
acts, payment orders and other documents confirming the fact of payments etc at the time of the
submission of interim report;

Other documents confirming compliance with the Grant Program terms and Grant Agreement under

the Grant Program (e.g. photos of the equipment bought in the frame of the Grant Program, photos from
the retail chains etc.).

The interim report is sent in electronic format (scanned reports and documents) to the email address
info@organicinitiative.org.ua within the terms specified in the Grant agreement under the Grant Program.

If the duration of the project is less than 4 (four) months, the Grant recipient may be exempted from
submitting an interim report, which will be specified in the Grant Agreement.

Grant recipients, upon completion of the Grant agreement, shall provide the relevant final reports
(in hard copies) which shall consist of:

- Descriptive and financial reports in the defined format according to Annexes 4 and 5, signed by
the authorized representative and sealed (if applicable);

- Documentary evidence of payments within the approved budget (copies of contracts, invoices,
acts, payment orders and other documents confirming the fact of payments etc. All documents
shall be verified by the Grant recipients’ signature and sealed (if available). The financial report
should be provided for the whole 100% amount of the grant);

- Other documents confirming compliance with the Grant Program terms and Grant Agreement
under the Grant Program (e.g. photos of the equipment bought in the frame of the Grant
Program, photos from the retail chains etc.).

The final reports shall be sent in hard copies, within the terms specified in the Grant agreement
under the Grant Program, to the Green Dossier where they will be checked and proofed. Only after after
checking and approval of financial and descriptive reporting, the amount of 30% of the total amount of the
Grant agreement will be transferred to the Grant recipient. Draft versions of the reports could be send in
advance for consultations and checking in electronic format (scanned reports and documents) to the email
address info@organicinitiative.org.ua. Grant holders are obliged to keep accounts, supporting and other
documents for a period of at least 10 years. The final reports will be a subject of audit.

A monitoring visit to the grant recipient may be carried out by Green Dossier, QFTP or Organic
Initiative during the entire period of project implementation. During the visit, equipment purchased within
the framework of the grant program can be inspected, meetings with employees of the grant recipient, etc.
can be held. The Green Dossier should agree such a visit with the Grant recipients at least 5 days before the
visit.

The Grant recipients is obliged to inform tGreen Dossier or QFTP about any significant changes in
the implementation of the project and/or risks, including force majeure circumstances no later than 5 days
after the occurrence of such events.

SECTION IV. FINAL PROVISIONS
4.1. ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE GRANT PROGRAM

The fact of participation in the contest for receiving a grant means that all Participants (Applicants) fully
and unquestionably agree with all the provisions of this Grant Program.

Participation in the Grant Program means that all participants:

- Give their consent to the automated and non-automated processing (including, collection,
accumulation, storage and use) of the personal data indicated in the application form which is
required to enable civil and economic legal relations, administrative, tax relations, relations in
the area of accounting, statistics and other relations that require data processing pursuant to the
Civil Code of Ukraine, Tax Code of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine “On Charity and Charitable
Organizations”, other regulations of Ukraine;

- Agree that all the information in the application form, names and surnames of applicants as well
as photo and video material related to the grant can be used by Green Dossier, QFTP and Organic
Initiative in the information, promotion and other materials aimed to disseminate the information
about the Grant Program and reports to the donors that form the monetary fund of the Grant
Program;
